The meeting convened at 7:00 pm

I. Ken reported on a second meeting he attended to discuss a comprehensive plan for our neighborhood. He learned, among other things, that the Highlands has 2500 residents.

II. We discussed the Park Cleanup day on Sunday, March 21. Julia has purchased plants. We will send a reminder email to the HNA list. (done)

III. We will send an email to the HNA list clarifying that there will be no general meeting on March 18, since we will meet with the City Council on March 30 instead. (done)

IV. We discussed the Spring Egg Hunt. It will be held on Saturday, April 10. See Action Items.

V. We discussed our July “treasure hunt” idea. See Action Items.

VI. Neighborhood logo “contest”: Joy Nash is the only person who has submitted any neighborhood logo ideas so far. See action items.

VII. We discussed additional items for the City Council meeting. These have been added to the agenda:

· Can the City Council approve the Park name at the meeting? (No.)

· Can the Highlands initiate a ballot item for a LID (Local Improvement District) to fund sidewalks in our neighborhood (since the City says they can’t afford it)

· Based on what criteria was Spinney Park put on the list of possible dog parks?

· Will the City serve refreshments? (Yes.)

· What is the status of a Spinney Park master plan?

VIII. Peter Kirk Kiosk status: 

· Teresa is waiting for an answer from Ray Steiger concerning where the kiosk can be located (on City property, not school district or Burlington Northern property)

· Steve will ask Lumberman’s to donate materials (They said yes!)

· We agreed to post a plaque crediting Lumberman’s for donated materials

IX. Cedar View Park status: 

· The Park Board approved the name

· The City Council will vote on the name at their April 6 meeting

· We are waiting to find out whether the City will organize a park dedication

X. Grant money status:

· The port-a-potty has been installed at Spinney Homestead Park

· The water fountain will be installed at Highlands Park soon

XI. Neighborhood Connection Program

· We discussed ideas for our 2005 NCP $25,000 grant money.

· We would like to try for a covered shelter again. We discussed creating a “marketing” type flyer, promoting a shelter, that we could distribute to neighbors near the park, hopefully alleviating any concerns they may have. Teresa noted that several of those who expressed concerns about the shelter in 2003 have since moved.

XII. We discussed ideas to help reduce litter in our neighborhood. The main areas are the parks, around the kiosks, and along NE 87th. Perhaps a scout troop would want to “adopt” an area, or perhaps a teen who is looking for community service hours. We need to discuss this further. 

XIII. Action Items: 

· Teresa will organize eggs for the egg hunt. 

· Ken will look for a bunny suit. 

· Teresa will try to find an easter bunny.

· Teresa will send us a link to an organization called “Feet First,” that helps neighborhoods promote walking events.

· Teresa will mention the logo contest in the Peter Kirk Friday flyer.

· Teresa will ask for kiosk volunteers in the Peter Kirk Friday flyer (Karen will send verbiage).
