I. Treasurer’s Report:

· Julia reported that we have $3069 in the bank that we need to spend before we can apply for our $3000 for next year. 

· We receive $14 an hour for grant matching, so we need to work 214 hours to get $3000. We still need to collect hours for the egg hunt, and Karen needs to turn in hours for writing the Courier articles. 

· We voted to spend money on the following items: a new kiosk at the back entrance to Peter Kirk (approx. $250); more puppy mitts and holders; picnic expenses; water fountain/faucet at Highlands Park (approx. $5000); new park (if there’s money left over).

II. Neighborhood Picnic:

· The neighborhood picnic will take place on Sunday, Sept. 7, 12-3 PM, at Spinney Park.

· There will be games with paper “awards,” and HNA will provide hot dogs.

· Attendees will be asked to bring a beverage and a dish to share

III. NE 90th Street Park status:

· Bench, picnic table, swing set, and fencing have been ordered. 

· Jason will provide a list of drought tolerant plants for us to choose from.

· Volunteers will be recruited at the Sept. meeting for planting in the fall (date tbd).

· Design proposal will be presented at the Sept. meeting.

IV. September Meeting Agenda:

· We’ll attempt to form the following committees at the Sept. meeting:

· Comprehensive Neighborhood Traffic Plan

· Park improvement, including Spinney Park Master Plan (needs bathroom, drainage, paving)

· Reducing vandalism?

· Highlands Sign Beautification

· Food drive Oct. 19. Sign up at Sept. meeting. (need signup sheet)

· City Council candidates “forum”

· NE 90th park update and design proposal/input

· Collect grant money hours (need volunteer hour sheets)

· Ask for kiosk building volunteers (need signup sheet)

V. The City pays for one neighborhood mailing per year. The Board proposed that we use ours to send out a notice at the end of August publicizing our Sept. picnic and meeting and apprising neighbors of current issues and opportunities for involvement. Is it too late to do this? 

VI. Action Items: Teresa

· Teresa will ask a Police Blockwatch representative to attend our Sept. meeting to discuss vandalism issues.

· Teresa will find out if City Council candidates will attend our Sept. meeting and give a short presentation.

· Teresa will notify the City that we want to spend most of our grant money on a combination water fountain/faucet at Highlands Park, and will make sure that we can “roll over” this year’s money and combine it with next year’s.

· Teresa will contact Debbie Ohman to ask her if she will organize the food drive in October, and come to the Sept. meeting, and if Oct. 19 is a good date for her for the food drive.

· Teresa will bring bubbles, a megaphone, and one or more jugs of water to picnic

· Teresa will send out picnic email announcement (done)

VII. Action Items: Connie

· Picnic: Connie will make paper awards, bring feedbags and an airhorn, and purchase food and supplies at CostCo (hot dogs, buns, plates, cups, utensils, napkins, ketchup, mustard, etc.).

VIII. Action Items: Steve

· Steve will provide Teresa with a list of supplies to purchase for the kiosk; he is willing to store them at his house until we get a crew to help build it

IX. Action Items: Karen

· Karen will make picnic posters for kiosks (done)

· Karen will bring tablecloths, traffic cones, and garbage bags to picnic

· Karen will bring park “design” drawing copies to Sept. meeting

· Karen will write “blurbs” about each proposed committee, and will bring committee signup sheets to Sept. meeting
